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necessary that spending has to meet all the key priorities, you should select the priorities that you aim to use any funding towards.

Schools must also outline what the impact this funding has had on pupils’ PE and sport participation and attainment and how 
any spending will be sustainable in the future. All funding must be spent by 31st July 2024.
